Measurable Results in Context

The Measurable Results are NOT intended to:
A Serve as the only criteria for funding decisions
A Serve as perfect measures:

No matter how hard we try, no one will
collect or report data in exactly the same

way
A Serve as in-depth evaluation data

These are simple, meaningful, standard data
points that grantees can collect regardless of
sophistication
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Measurable Results: Healthy Living

1. Increase the number of children and adults who engage
In moderate or vigorous physical activity

2. Increase the number of children and adults who eat
adequate amounts of fruits and vegetables daily

3. Increase the number of children who receive healthy
meals at school and have access to healthy food and
drinks in vending machines

4. Increase the number of underserved Coloradans who
have convenient access to recreational exercise and fruits
and vegetables

5. Increase the number of parents who are educated on
child development, nutrition and preventive health care

6. Increase the number of Coloradans who are educated on
chronic disease management

7. Increase the number of children and adults who
have adequate health coverage

8. Increase enrollment of eligible Coloradans in
Medicaid and the Child Health Plan Plus
(CHP+)

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Generally, the Foundation does not make grants to or for
the following:
A Disease-specific projects, research and acute care

A The Foundation does not award grants to organizations which
discriminate on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, national origin,
citizenship status, age, disability, sexual orientation or veteran
status

A Individuals

A Programs that require membership in a certain religion or advance a
particular religious faith (faith-based organizations may be eligible
for funding if they welcome and serve all members of the community
regardless of religious faith, and provided that they do not require
participation in activities that are specifically religious)

Step 2: Begin your online application

Start Online Application

You will be prompted to enter your tax payer identification
number. If your organization does not have a tax payer
identification number, you may enter "0." At first the system
will state the following: "The Tax ID that you entered was not
found in the IRS database. Please check your entry_ Ifitis
correct, click "OK to begin filing out your application form."
Then click "OK" to begin your application.

At any point in the process, you can click "Save and Finish
Later." The first time you do this, you will be directed to
"Please Sign In." If you are creating new account, click "l am
a new online applicant," enter your email address and
create a password. Write down your password for future
reference, as the Colorado Health Foundation does not
have access to or track this information. If you previously
created an account for your application, return to the online
application and click "l am a returning online applicant" and
enter your email address and password.

You can then review the information you've provided so far
and make changes if needed. You can also print your
application at any point by clicking the "printer- friendly
version."
